BLET is a 27 weeks course mandated by the state for all certified law enforce-
ment officers. It covers 645 hours of study including; Physical Fitness, Fire-
arms, Law Enforcement Driving Training, Laws of Arrest, Search and Seizure,
Motor Vehicle Law, Techniques of Traffic Enforcement, Patrol Techniques,
Sheriff's Responsibilities, Rapid Deployment, etc. All of these classes are
conducted on the MCC campus with the exception of driver training. This
training is offered through MCC'’s Division of Continuing Education.
